From Pastor Faith ………………………………..... 
 
Sunday School 
It is a goal for Plattsburg to be able to offer 2 Sunday 
school classes in addition to the Nursery. Below is 
the ideal age breakdown of classes.  

● Nursery to serve Infants – 3 year olds  
● Primary to serve Preschool – 2nd Grade 
● Elementary to serve 3rd Grade – 5th Grade 

At this point, we can only offer the Nursery to serve 
children who do not yet attend school, and Sunday 
school for all other children Kindergarten- 5th grade. 
As you might imagine, this can lead to our older kids 
not receiving lessons that challenge them 
appropriately.  
 
I urge you to please prayerfully consider adding your 
name to the Sunday School Teacher sheet. Only 
when we have an overabundance of teachers will we 
be able to split the classes so that our older kids can 
receive the religious instruction they so deserve.  
 
 
Confirmation Class  
Pastor Faith is forming a confirmation class for 
people 6th grade and older who were baptized as 
infants, and wish to deepen their walk with God and 
make their faith their own. Class times will be 
determined based upon the schedules of the 
confirmands.
